 Welcome to the City of Kilgore 
 

         ƴ The City of Kilgore is located in Gregg 

and Rusk County and is 11 miles south of the 

county seat of Longview and 25 miles east of 

Tyler. Kilgore, with a population of 12,975, 

has a small town atmosphere, yet it is close 

enough to enjoy the benefits of larger cities. 

Kilgore was incorporated in 1931 just after the 

East Texas Oil Boom.  Kilgore became the 

geographic center of the oil field and a down-

town block claimed the title of the ñWorldôs 

Richest Acreò due to the greatest concentra-

tion of oil derricks in the world.  At the height 

of the boom over 1,100 producing wells were 

within the city limits. Evidence of this still 

exists with many derricks defining the Kilgore 

skyline.  Kilgore still plays a major part in the 

oil industry.  Kilgore is surrounded by a num-

ber of quality lakes, including Lake Cherokee 

and Lake O' the Pines, making it a boater's 

and fisherman's paradise.
